¾LORIS is the online registration tool 

at Wilfrid Laurier University

¾Every student has to interact with the 

system at least once per year

¾And we hate it



Why LORIS?

¾ In fall 2009, we completed a directed 
studies course on User Interface 
Design

¾As a final project we tackled a 
redesign of LORIS

¾Came up with a totally new design 
that fixed some of its problems



So What's Broken?

¾ The most useful feature, 'Week at a Glance', is 
buried deep on an unrelated page, and cannot be 
accessed through the menu system

¾ Error messages encountered while using the site 
are unhelpful at best

¾ There is a known bug with registration that kicks 
you out a lecture if you try to switch lab sessions

¾ It's really, really ugly

¾ And a host of other problems



What We Did About It

¾ Created a prototype called MORIS

¾MORIS is one better than LORIS

¾ At the time we had no experience with 

AJAX

¾ So we made it in Visual Studio with 

Windows Forms and C#
